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JOB RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

�� Overlook the good operation of the utilities systems: boilers, water systems, chillers and other refrigeration systems, 
electric generators, ventilation (heating/cooling) systems as well as HVAC; 

�� Ensure that the utilities system complies with all regulations (FDA, USP, Building codes, etc…); 
�� Oversees that the PM, calibration and other maintenance work is done on the utility service equipment and on the 

building; 
�� Manage the BAS and ADT system operations and alarms; 
�� Manage the underground tank permits and the insurance certificate for the equipment in the boiler room; 
�� Maintain the cleaning of the building and offices (housekeeping, windows, snow removal, grass cutting and flower/tree

maintenance); 
�� Participate in the execution of projects in relation with the building and its utilities;

�� Responsible for the application and respect of Health & Safety rules and regulations within his group of employees; 
�� Encourage safe work practices and behaviours; 
�� Conduct monthly meetings within the group.
